DEA: Adjusting the Height of the Power Head

* For the power head to clean effectively, there always hasto be proper clearance between the power
head and the surface to be cleaned. Why?

Height adjustment is needed to properly clean the surface because it gives the appropriate contact and air
flow between the surface and the power head. Simply put: “no air flow, no dirt flow”.

* All Air Tec Power Head M odels have Automatic Height Adjustment
All Air Tec models [the Standard, the Sweep& groom, the Classic] have the automatic height adjustment
feature that always gives the maximum air flow regarless of the depth of the rug-nap.

REATWhich Power Head for Cleaning Ditferent Typeso

A power head isdesigned to clean primarily rugs and car peted surfaces. However, some power heads,
like the Classic and the Sweep& Groom, have the capability of cleaning hard surfaces such as hardwood
floors, ceramic tile floors, etc. But, the best results for cleaning hard surface floors can only be obtained by
using the appropriate floor attachment.



Troubleshooting your Power Head

Problem

Possible Reason(s)

Caution : to reduce the risk of
personal injury, UNPLUG the
unit before servicing it.

Power head won’t run

. No €electricity is going to the unit
. Burnt Motor

1. Make sure ALL electrical connections
are plugged and work correctly.
3. Replace power head’ s motor

Power head shuts off suddenly

. Heat sensor detected excessive heat and

turned off the unit automatically. It
could be for a clogged brush.

1. The circuit breaker on the switch needs
to be reset [or replaced]. Make sure the
on/off switch on the power head is
turned back ON. If thereisaclog; clean
the brush and its path thoroughly; then
resume cleaning. If it still doesn’t work,
then replace the switch.

Power head won't pick up
